The Mark Benevolent Fund (MBF) founded in 1868 is the proud charity of the Grand Lodge of Mark Master Masons, the third largest branch of Freemasonry with over 30,000 members. As well as helping our own members and their families the M.B.F. is open to helping other worthy causes and registered charities. 
The Worthy Causes Committee examines applications from registered charities in England and Wales looking for financial support. We also accept applications from Mark Provinces & Districts wishing to support suitable registered charities or other causes. Grants are normally limited to £25,000, however, applications requesting more than this will be considered on its own merits.
The Committee will consider various factors in reaching their decision. These include financial information such as reserves, capital expenditure and financial viability. Evidence of community support, such as number of volunteers and local fundraising is also considered. 
We are champions of inclusivity and welcome applications from all disadvantaged groups
Projects we like to support:
· One-off projects supplying for example: medical equipment such as scanners and diagnostic equipment, IT equipment, recreational equipment including musical instruments, audio-visual equipment and a broad range of “infrastructure” projects. We also fund transport benefitting the disabled and less able-bodied including minibuses or minivans all of which can enable the use of existing skills, resources and manpower to provide services across a wide spectrum of community needs.

· From time to time, we may also fund building projects where certain rooms require ‘fitting out’ such as kitchens, bathrooms or communal areas. 
We do not fund:

We will not award grants to research projects or where we believe a more suitable charity exists.
Nor do we favour projects requiring repeat or annual funding, or non-qualified general running expenses and salaries.
If a previous award has been made by the M.B.F., a period of five years must elapse before a further application will be considered.
What Your Application Should Contain:

· This application form should be sent with a covering letter and be addressed to The Honorary Secretary of the Mark Benevolent Fund. 
· Provincial Applications Only – Not direct from a Charity: If the application is being sent direct from a Province of Mark Master Masons, a cover letter from the Provincial Grand Master should also accompany the application with full details of Provincial and Lodge support to the charity.
· Your request should contain full details of your project and full costs involved. Please state if your charity is VAT registered and if you can reclaim the VAT on any project. Our Trustees will not make a decision unless the status is clear. You MUST be specific about what you wish funding for. Our Trustees will not choose from a list. Only you can decide what is a priority to your organisation.
· It should set out who will benefit, and how they will benefit from your chosen project whether at a local, national or international level. The wider the scope of the benefit the better.
· Please send your completed application, covering letter and any other supporting documents by email to the address below. If any further information is required, we will be in touch.
The Trustees and other members of the Committee are very aware that they are administering the donations of Mark Master Masons, their family and friends. The appropriateness of the allocation of M.B.F. funds is therefore uppermost in everyone’s mind when applications are considered.

There is no ‘deadline’ for making an application. They are seen on a rolling basis and decisions can be made quicker and more effectively this way.
